OPER 2410:  ROAD CONSTRUCTION INFORMATION FORM INSTRUCTIONS

(USE A SEPARATE FORM FOR EACH PROJECT)

Route Number or Street   Please use numbers and roadway names, like 55 for INT 55. Do not use FAP, etc.

From/To Location or Mile   Always use mile posting or Exit Numbers for Interstate projects.  Use information such as intersecting streets, mile posts, exit numbers, etc.  For Example: "Elm St. to First Ave.", "Rochester to Taylorville", "Auburn Rd. to 5 miles north of Sydney", "Exit 150 to Exit 160", etc.  Do not use Station Numbers. 

Start/Stop Dates   These should be the dates which will affect motorists and not necessarily the official contract starting and stopping dates. Projects shall be submitted 21 days prior to the actual starting date when the roadway will be closed or a width restriction will be in place, to give motorists advance notice.  Stop dates should be revised or modified as necessary during the life of the project.  The Stop Date is the day the motoring public will not be affected.  If you are not sure of the Stop Date make it longer and revise at a later date.  The start and stop dates are in mm/dd/yyyy format.

Direction   Use the official cardinal direction of the route (N, S, E, W, North and South, East and West).  

Lanes/Ramp Closed   Information on the number of lanes closed or if a ramp closure.  

Type of Construction   Select what describes your construction zone the best. Use one of the following:  Lane Reduction/Closure, Road Closed, One-Way Traffic with temp. Signals, One-Way Traffic with Flaggers, Intersection Reconstruction, Ramp Closure, Bridge Closure, Railroad Closure, Shoulder Closure, etc. (add detailed description to “Traffic Alert”).  This is a pull down box selection.

Crossing   Enter what the roadway is crossing, if construction is over a specific feature, like Illinois River.  

Suggestions to Motorists   Any thing you believe would be helpful to motorists, general information on such things as usual delays, time of day/day of week changes, etc.  This is an input text line.

Traffic Alert   Any special information, including special delays such as “Expect intermittent 20-minute delays on May 17”, etc.  This is an input text line.

Web Address   Any special web site established for the project should be listed here.

Oversize/Overweight Truck Permit Restrictions   Width, length, height, or weight restrictions for oversize or overweight loads.  Width restriction measurements shall be 1’ 6” less than the actual opening.  (If actual opening measures 13’, width restriction should be reported as 11’ 6” and signed as 11’ 6”).  Do not consider marked detours when reporting restrictions.  Permit loads can’t use detours without verifying the roadway and many use local roads or streets not under the jurisdiction of the Department.  Report start and stop dates for width, length, height or weight restrictions if different than general construction start and stop dates.  If this will be a Permanent Restriction please mark the box in the upper right corner of the form.

Data Verification   Please verify the accuracy of the information posted for your area of the State on the Road Construction Map and Weekly Restriction List.  Please bring all discrepancies to our attention by issuing a revised OPER 2410.
