As required by Policy Memorandum 96-3, the Resident Engineer shall obtain split comparison samples from the contractor for testing by an independent testing laboratory.  In order to reduce splitting errors, the R.E. shall request that the contractor split the sample at the same time as he is splitting the sample for his own testing.  The split samples shall be placed in individual paper bags for each test.

The split samples not selected shall be stored by the contractor for use at the direction of the Division of Aeronautics.
