Role of the State Oversight Committee and Program Coordinators in implementing

FTA Section 5316 and Section 5317 Programs
Background: 

Beginning in Federal Fiscal Year 2007 (October 1, 2007) projects funded through Job Access Reverse Commute or JARC (5316) and New Freedom (5317) programs must be contained in a Public Transit-Human Service Transportation Plan (HSTP).  The HSTP must be ‘locally grown’; have a competitive selection and review process; and address policy, funding, and mobility strategies. 

Funding: 

For large urbanized areas, whose populations are greater than 200,000, the MPO will select the designated recipient of the funding.  This applies to the following five areas in Illinois, classified as large urban areas Northeastern Illinois, Peoria, Rockford, St. Louis (Madison, Monroe and St. Clair Counties) and Davenport/ Rock Island.  The $35 million in SAFETEA-LU federal funds goes directly to these areas by federal formula and each area selects the projects to be funded.
For those areas with populations less than 200,000 (small urbanized and rural areas of the state), the Illinois Department of Transportation – Division of Public and Intermodal Transportation (DPIT) is the designated recipient of these funds. The $9 million in federal funds goes directly to DPIT, and projects must be selected for funding on a statewide competitive basis. 
The charts below provide the annual amounts* for JARC and New Freedom funding in Illinois by population category as identified in the Federal Register.

The State Oversight Committee will aid in the administering of these programs and agree on policies that related to project evaluation and selection, and project inclusion in the State Transportation Improvement program (S-TIP).

· Endorsement of policies and procedures for JARC and New Freedom project selection, evaluation and incorporation into the S-TIP; and endorsement of evaluation criteria for JARC and New Freedom proposed projects (competitive selection)
· Assist in the review, evaluation, and recommendation to DPIT of Section 5316 and Section 5317 projects to be included in the State TIP.
