BIN FOR PAPER – Acceptable Items:

Newspapers:  All Newspapers, plus any inserts from inside the newspapers are acceptable.

Mixed Paper Products:  Most other types of paper may be recycled as long as they are not with food or packing material liners.  This can include: cardboard boxes that are flattened and cut down to 2 feet in diameter or less, and chipboard boxes, including cereal and shoe boxes.  Also included are paper tubes, magazines, telephone books, paper grocery bags, white paper and junk mail.  Shredded paper may be recycled by placing it in a paper grocery bag and stapling it closed.

BIN FOR CONTAINERS – Acceptable Items:

Plastics:  Any plastic food, drink, or detergent containers labeled with a #1, #2, #3, #4, #5, #6, or #7 may be recycled.  This includes milk and water jugs, laundry and household detergent bottles, and one- and two-liter beverage containers.  Again, no food residue and all lids must be removed and, if plastic, discarded in the trash.  Check the bottom of the rigid household containers for the recycling triangle and number.

Aluminum:  All beverage containers.
Steel Cans:  All steel and other metal cans that food or drink came in, free of food contamination.  Paper labels do not need to be removed.
Unacceptable Items: (Do NOT place these items in the container)
Glass, Food, Styrofoam, Batteries, Hazardous Items or Electronics.
