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Fraser Road west of Illinois Route 59 in Plainfield 
to close for five days beginning September 9th
Drivers urged to follow posted detour and expect delays 
CHICAGO – Drivers should allow extra time when traveling through Plainfield for about five days beginning next Wednesday (September 9th), the Illinois Department of Transportation announced today.

· All work is expected to be completed by Monday, September 14th.
· The road closure effects through traffic only. The local businesses will remain open and can be accessed from west of Illinois Route 59.
· All work and related closures are weather dependent.
