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IDOT Finishes Two Stretches of Illinois 59 Widening in Joliet, Shorewood and Plainfield
	
	
	JOLIET – The Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) announced that a stretch of the Illinois 59 widening project will open to four lanes of traffic over the weekend.  

By Saturday, Oct. 2, two lanes of traffic in each direction on Illinois 59 will make their debut from Caton Farm Road to north of Renwick Road in the Joliet and Plainfield area. Left-turn lanes have been added at all major intersections. The road previously was one lane in each direction. New medians, storm sewers, sidewalks, curbs and gutters also have been added, along with an additional traffic signal at Fraser Road-Feeney Drive. The cost of the improvements was $21 million, paid with federal, state and local funds. 

By Wednesday, Oct. 6, a second section of the wider Illinois 59 will open, weather permitting, between Jefferson Street and Interstate 55 in the Joliet and Shorewood area.  The road previously was one lane in each direction. New medians, storm sewers, sidewalks, curbs and gutters also have been added, along with a new interchange at I-55 and a reconfigured intersection at Seil Road. The cost of the improvements was $26 million, paid with federal, state and local funds.

The new sections of roadway are major milestones for the $88 million reconstruction and widening of Illinois 59 in western Will County. The goals of the project are to improve safety, ease congestion and improve the flow of traffic in a rapidly growing area.
