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Illinois Route 59 stage changes during the next 

two weeks may add to traffic delays in Plainfield area

IDOT reconfiguring lanes for the winter months 

CHICAGO – Drivers should expect changes and allow extra time when traveling along Illinois Route 59 (Division Street) through the Plainfield and Joliet area over the next two weeks, the Illinois Department of Transportation announced today. That’s when IDOT will begin the process of moving traffic onto new pavement for the winter season on a portion of the Illinois Route 59 reconstruction project.

Weather permitting, here’s what motorists should expect:

· At different intervals over the next 10 days, northbound and southbound traffic will be shifted to newly constructed lanes between Caton Farm Rd. and U.S. Route 30 in the Illinois Route 59 work zone.

· During the transition, drivers should be prepared for changing lane configurations and expect longer-than-normal delays as workers move barricades and wrap-up pavement work.

· The winter configuration is expected to be in place by November 13th. 
· All work and traffic impacts are weather dependent.
