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Lanes reduced along both directions of Lockport Road and southbound Illinois Route 59 in Plainfield for next three weeks
Emergency utility work expected to cause significant delays 

CHICAGO – Drivers should allow extra time when traveling through downtown Plainfield during the next three weeks beginning today (November 16th), the Illinois Department of Transportation has announced.

Weather permitting, here’s what motorists should expect:

· AT&T work crews have closed the center left-turning lanes along both directions of Lockport Road at Illinois Route 59 (Division Street) to complete subterranean communications cable connections. This will leave one lane open in each direction.

· Additionally, traffic is down to one lane along southbound Illinois Route 59 at Lockport Road.
· Drivers passing through the area are urged to allow extra time or bypass the area altogether.
· Crews are expected to be on-site for 24 hours per day during the next three weeks.

· All work is weather dependent and is expected to be completed in early December.
