2. Categories:  The three categories for the 2011-2012 calendar contest are kindergarten-1st Grade; 2nd-4th Grade; and 5th-6th Grade. 

3. Purpose: The purpose of the contest is for students to help IDOT promote work zone safety by becoming aware of work zones and educating their parents or caregivers about the importance of safe driving in work zones.
This year’s theme is “See Orange. Slow Down. Save Lives”. Poster entries should reflect the student’s view of a work zone and what he or she may find in a work zone.  

4. Deadline:  To be eligible for the contest, all submissions must be postmarked no later than November 30, 2011. 

5. Teacher/Parent Guidelines: Teachers and parents are prohibited from assisting a child on his or her drawing. The drawing must reflect the child’s own work. If the judges deem these rules have been violated, they have the right to disqualify the child’s drawing.

6. Materials:  Drawings must be no larger than 8” x 11” and should be created on paper, cardboard, or foam board.  All submissions should be drawn horizontally.
7. Selection of Winners:  Each school is asked to select the top four posters from each category (12 posters total) and submit them to the Illinois Department of Transportation for judging.  Each school must fill out a registration form and send a list of all children who participated in the contest before the November 30th deadline.  Also, please indicate the total number of children who participated in the contest.  Children in kindergarten through sixth grade are eligible to participate in the contest even if their school chooses not to participate. The child’s parent or guardian can submit the drawings to IDOT. All children who participate in the contest will receive a certificate of participation. 

8. Contestant Information:  A Release and Waiver Liability Form must be completed and signed by a parent or legal guardian for each poster submitted to IDOT. On the back of each poster, the child’s name, grade, teacher, school name, school address, school phone number and the teacher’s email address must be typed or written legibly. 
		
9. Notification/Awards:  Illinois winners will be notified in writing by March 2012 and will receive their prizes at an awards ceremony in May 2012.  National winners will be notified in writing by May 31, 2012.  

10. Use of Artwork:  Artwork becomes the property of the American Traffic Safety Services Foundation (the Foundation) and may be used at the Foundation’s discretion for promotional and other purposes.
